Dr. Anne Jamieson appointed to  

Vatican Council on Religious Education 

 
TORONTO (5 August 2021) – Dr. 

Anne Jamieson (nee Devlin), 

Executive Director of the Ontario 

Institute for Catholic Education (ICE), 

has been appointed to the Vatican’s 

International Council for Catechesis. 

The council consists of four bishops, 

four priests, two religious women and 

eight lay people, of which four are women, with 

representation from Europe, Asia, North America and 

Australia. Dr. Jamieson has been appointed to a five-year 

term of service in this part-time role and will continue to 

serve full-time as the Executive Director of ICE.   

Prior to her 2020 appointment to ICE, Dr. Jamieson served 

in numerous roles as a teacher and university lecturer, 

published author and Director of Catechesis for the 

Diocese of Hamilton. In her role with the diocese, she 

provided resources to assist Directors of Education, 

Superintendents, and teachers in the development of 

policies and programs for the celebration of the 

sacraments.
